e The nominee(s) is deceased.

e The nominee(s) was a resident of Winston-Salem for at least five years.

e The nominee(s) made a significant contribution to the arts and entertainment industry in
one or more of the following areas: music, dance, theater, writing, visual arts, motion
pictures, television, or radio. A “significant” contribution would be iconic in terms of
renown and the impact on the artistic disciplines or popular culture.

e The nominee(s) exhibited sustained excellence in his or her field for at least five years.

e The nominee(s) made distinguished contributions to the community and civic-oriented
participation.
