RESOLUTION AWARDING CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR 
BUS SHELTER ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION


	WHEREAS, after proper advertisement, bids were received and publicly opened by City/County Purchasing at 3:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 23, 2021, for bus shelter assembly and installation and the following bids were received:

	WHEREAS, the low bidder, ASJ Wilson Construction, LLC submitted subcontracting goals exceeding those established for this project; and
	WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the Finance Committee that a contract be awarded to ASJ Wilson Construction, LLC, the low bidder meeting specifications, for bus shelter assembly and installation in the total amount of $275,875.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Winston-Salem that the contract for bus shelter assembly and installation is hereby awarded to ASJ Wilson Construction, LLC in the total amount of $275,875.  The City Manager and City Clerk are authorized to execute the contract on behalf of the City, with contract and bonds to be approved by the City Attorney.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award of this contract constitutes a preliminary determination as to the qualifications of the bidder. The City is not legally bound to perform the contract until the contract is duly executed by the City.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that ASJ Wilson Construction, LLC will be required to subcontract, at a minimum, 7.0% of this contract with NCDOT pre-qualified disadvantaged business enterprises as indicated in the bid submitted by the company.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that funds have been previously appropriated to cover the cost of this contract.  This contract is funded entirely by the Federal Transit Authority.
