The Piedmont Land 
Conservancy’s Peace of 
Land Campaign will raise 
$7.9 M to purchase the 
development rights (also 
know as a conservation 
easement) on 92 acres of 
Crossnore land and 
construct a 1.5 mile open 
walking trail.





The Easement will preserve this sacred land for 
programmatic use by Crossnore and add a new level of 

engagement by the community.
